Chocolate Wave Zucchini Bread 
Ingredients:      Directions: 
1/3 C applesauce    *cream applesauce & sugar,  

1 C sugar       mix in eggs, add zucchini, water 

2 eggs        & vanilla & stir, blend in 

1 tsp vanilla extract       flour, baking soda & powder, 

1 &2/3 C all-purpose flour      salt, & pumpkin pie spice, stir in nuts 

1 tsp baking soda   

1/2 tsp salt      *divide batter in half, add cocoa  

1/4 tsp baking powder      & chocolate chips to one half,  

1 tsp pumpkin pie spice       pour plain batter on bottom of  

1/3 C chopped walnuts       greased 9x5 loaf pan, pour 

3 TBS unsweetened cocoa powder      chocolate batter on top of that 

1/3 C semi-sweet chocolate chips 

1&1/2 C grated zucchini    *bake at 350 degrees about 1 hour
